criteria:
· Be artists’ film and video / moving image

· Be no more than 15 minutes in length

· Be of good quality, not meaning glossily finished, but interesting, compelling, and art form committed 

· Be no more than two years old

· Be in DVD format when submitted

showing of work: 

Work, if selected by the videoclub committee, will be shown during September in Brighton at videoclub, and will be screened at an event organised by Northwest Film Forum (Seattle, USA) in 2008. If your work is selected, you are invited to attend the screening in Brighton, and Seattle if you can make it there. videoclub aims to develop opportunities for artists working in film, video and moving image, to show and critically discuss work; and create opportunities for audiences to gain greater understanding and enjoyment of contemporary art work. This compilation of work may go on to be shown at other festivals and events as part of videoclub’s aim to get artists’ work shown nationally and internationally. 

videoclub may use submitted and accepted work as part of its publicity to increase videoclub’s and the artist’s profile for the event / future events. Please let us know if this is a concern; work will not be used unduly.
